The restaurants are lined up along the walls of the rectangular room, 

while the businesses are in the center. So, if you’d like to avoid the businesses, all 

you have to do is walk around the perimeter of the room.

Parcipating restaurants included: Aja, Brio, Johnny Rockets, Joel Brasserie, Season’s 

52, Saskatoon, Shula’s 347, Capital Grille, Eclipse di Luna, and newcomer Coast 

Seafood. I tried something from all of these guys with the exception of Johnny 

Rockets (they had milkshakes). Nothing personal, but I draw the line at 3 desserts.
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
